This Friday July 31st, 2009 between 4pm and 7pm the Canadian Warplane Heritage Lancaster Bomber will be arriving over the City of Edmonton and coming to the 

Alberta Aviation Museum as a visiting display and tribute to Alberta’s WW2 veterans.

The AVRO Lancaster, many built in Canada and crewed by Canadians, delivered more tons of weapons to enemy targets than any other bomber of WW2. Canadians serving with both the RCAF and the RAF flew the Lancaster to the heart of Nazi Germany nightly against unbelievable odds, 10,000 losses show the cost of the mission and the Freedom of Europe shows the goal.

The Canadian Warplane Heritage Lancaster is a living tribute to Canada’s WW2 veterans and a step back in time to a world at war. One of only (2) flying Lancasters in the world today the Alberta Aviation Museum is honoured to be able to host the Lancaster from its arrival July 31st to its departure August 3rd.  The Lancaster will be flying to Cold Lake on August 1st and August 2nd (times TBA) and returning to Edmonton after each flight, so this is a rare chance to see this, the mightiest bomber of WW2, flying.
The Alberta Aviation Museum will be staying open till 9pm July 31st, August 1 and August 2nd to allow as many veterans and Albertans the opportunity to view this living piece of our WW2 history. 9The Lancaster will be departing for approx 3hrs on August 1st and 2nd to participate in the Cold Lake air show).
Your regular Alberta Aviation Museum will allow you to view all of the features of the Alberta Aviation Museum and see as well as tour the Canadian Warplane Heritage Lancaster (first come, first serve, time permitting)
