Leg 2 St. John’s Newfoundland to Iqaluit Nunavut

This flight plan of this leg was been modified to take advantage of the opportunity for the Baton to visit the high arctic.  To achieve this, the baton went from St. John’s Newfoundland to Greenwood Nova Scotia on 6 March.  

The second leg restarted from Greenwood, NS on 6 April when Aurora aircraft 140116 flown by the Maritime Proving and Evaluation Unit based at Canadian Forces Base Greenwood departed at 1101Z tasked to conduct a Northern Patrol around Ellesmere Island 6 to 9 April.  The aircraft recovered in Iqaluit at 1831Z on 8 April.
