CANADIAN AERONAUTICAL PRESERVATION ASSOCIATION AWARDS PROGRAM
(The CAPA-Chinos)
 Awards are offered in five categories for institutions and two for individuals. Institutional awards recognize specific achievements and successes by member museums during the previous twelve months. The individual awards recognize those whose achievements and contributions over a significant time period have been vital to the aviation museum community and others who, as a volunteer, have made a significant contribution to their member museum during the past twelve months. The awards are presented at CAPA’s annual conference.
 THE AWARDS
 OUTSTANDING ACQUISITION AWARD
-To honour museums that have acquired a significant aircraft, aircraft part, or artifact that is of special significance to Canadian aviation history.
 EXCELLENCE IN RESTORATION AWARD
-To recognize the completion of, or significant progress towards the completion of, the restoration of an aircraft with special significance to the history of aviation in Canada.
 NOTABLE NEW DISPLAY AWARD
-To recognize the opening of a new display (not an aircraft) that documents and draws attention to an aspect of the history of aviation in Canada.
 OUTSTANDING OUT-REACH AWARD
-To honour a display, event, Internet based project, or other way through which a member museum has drawn attention to an aspect of Canadian Aviation history by reaching out beyond its facility.
 EXCEPTIONAL SPECIAL EVENT AWARD
-To recognize a special event hosted by a member museum that honoured some aspect of Canadian aviation history. This will not be an annual, recurring event.
 VOLUNTEER OF THE YEAR AWARD
-To recognize a museum volunteer whose dedication to their museum and CAPA’s goals over the past twelve months has made a significant contribution to the museum’s progress.
 
CAPA ACHIEVEMENT AWARD
-To honour an individual who has, over a significant period of time, made a major contribution towards the preservation of Canada’s aviation history, its historic aircraft, and its artifacts.
 NOMINATION PROCESS
-Member museums are encouraged to nominate their own projects and individuals.
-Ideally, nominations should be documented on a single page and include relevant photographs.
-Nominations in a digital format are encouraged but “hard copies” will be accepted as well.
-Nominations must be submitted to CAPA’s Executive Director by 30 September.
  ADJUDICATION
-The selection of award recipients is based solely on the information submitted by the applicants.
-Successful recipients will receive a certificate acknowledging their contributions which will be presented during the Annual Conference.
-Awards are presented at the discretion of the Board of Directors.
- A maximum of two awards per year may be made in each category. 
-The Board of Directors may choose not to award in all categories.
